Portfolio grading: Student Sample #1 (ENGL 121)

As promised in the course syllabus at the beginning of the semester, assignments #1, 2, 3 and the summary all may be rewritten for up to one letter higher grade during this period of portfolio development.  Even "good" papers can be made better.  For example, you should now be able to write a more interesting introduction or conclusion, add some additional detail, or better organize your support.

Generally stated, portfolio means collection of works.  A portfolio without an assessment by the author is like a "scrapbook."  In order to stress the importance of re-"vision" as a good writing practice, the portfolio assignment for ENGL 121 includes an evaluation exercise—you must submit a typed summary/analysis of your effort with every essay submitted for a higher grade.
The first step of this process requires you to reread your graded essays deciding which of the previously mentioned four assignments you wish to rewrite.  You have the choice of working on all four.

Next, paying attention to the instructor comments written on your graded papers, begin to plan your revision of a specific paper by following the steps we have used all semester.  First, use rethinking/prewriting techniques to determine problems that need your attention. Write a rough draft of any major organizational changes.  When you are satisfied with your effort, type a revised final draft.  Proof your revision for unity and coherence, as well as, sentence skills.  Finally, write (type) an explanation of the changes you have made—describe both the problem and attempted solution.

All work you are resubmitting for a higher grade should be turned in by May 6th.

Please submit each revised paper separately in the manila folder provided—stapled in the following order top to bottom:

· Typed Analysis of your revision

· Final revised draft

· New rough drafts/prewriting 

· Previously graded draft (without previous rough and prewriting)

I will consider re-grading only those efforts that include all required pieces submitted in the requested order. 

The success of your work (and the significance of your grade change) will be determined by the extent of your effort, the quality of your revised paper AND your typed summary/evaluation of the revision process.
