Instructor Observations

All HCC faculty are periodically observed in their classrooms by a peer, mentor, or supervisor, and we have included a copy of the official observation form in this manual to illustrate how that experience will be evaluated.  

Aside from these required observations, we encourage all faculty to schedule frequent, mutual classroom visits in order to inspire, help, and educate each other, as well as to foster interesting discussions about teaching and learning.

Part-time faculty should ask their mentors or any full-time faculty member about the possibilities and rewards of peer partnerships.
