Description

In thisintroductory course, students learn to listen, speak, write and read at a beginning level. They also learn
about the diverse cultures of the Farsi-speaking world. Students will become familiar with the Farsi script and
sound system, develop aworking vocabulary, and learn rudimentary grammatical concepts. (4 hours weekly).
