Description
In this second intermediate level course, students will be exposed to more higher-level text and develop a better

comprehension of bilateral and weak verb forms. Students will practice more conversational exchanges, greatly
expand their working vocabulary, and learn some useful translation techniques. This course may be offered as
self-instructional /tutor-assisted.
