Children are natural learners, picking up knowledge 

from the day they are born and learning thousands of 

concepts by the time they enter school. You as parents 

are an important part of this process, because you pro-

vide the first "classroom" experiences during everyday 

moments, when you are at home, in the car, the grocery 

store, and most importantly cuddling with your child.  

But when it comes to preparing a child for future school 

success, how do you know what skills to teach your child 

to be sure they will be ready for the kindergarten class-

room?  

Recent research has indicated that a primary indicator of school success is so-

cial and emotional wellness, not knowledge of the ABCõs and 123õs.  What does 

this mean?  Social emotional wellness is defined as:  

A sense of confidence and competence  

Ability to develop good relationships with peer and adults, make friends, 

and get along with others  

Ability to persist at tasks  

Ability to follow directions  

Ability to identify, understand and communicate their own feelings and 

emotions  

Ability to manage strong emotions in a constructive way  

Development of empathy  

 

We are spending time in our classrooms helping children learn to identify their 

feelings.  Donõt be surprised to have your child come home talking about be-

ing mad, sad, or frustrated.  Children learn by example, so share with your 

child when you are feeling sad or happy.  òThink out loudó when you are having 

strong emotions so that they can model their behavior after yours.  òI am so 

mad right now.  I am going to go sit by myself until I can feel happier.ó  Learn-

ing how to be in control of themselves will help boost your childõs self confi-

dence, and at the same time help set them up for future school success!

 Reflecting on the activities and events in the Dragonfly room in October, our study of 

trees included bark rubbings, counting the rings on one of the CLC tree stumps and using 

colorful leaves to create picture frames. The Children also loved the game of "Squirrel in 

the Tree." Throughout the month we talked about seasonal changes and focused, of 

course, on autumn. To kick off the fall experience, the class had an apple tasting, and 

made apple turnovers. Painting is popular in the Dragonfly room: we painted with paint-

brushes, our fingers, apples, baskets, and a toy tractor.  

The Dragonflies took a couple of nature walks and observed the roots of trees, the 

changing leaves, and leaves blowing in the wind. The children enjoyed gathering objects 

during walks. They have collected acorns, pine cones, leaves, and pieces of bark. These 

items become a part of the classroom discovery center where they can be viewed with 

magnifying glasses, touched, sorted, counted, measured, or weighed. The discovery cen-

ter is a much sought after area which reveals to us that many in our group are observant, 

curious, hands-on, nature -loving, and logical thinkers. We will incorporate the discoveries 

we have made about the students into the November themes; Community Helpers, Trans-

portation, and Family and Friends to plan exciting learning experiences for the month.
